The land surrounding the house comprises a kitchen garden (fruit trees); an orchard with four walnut trees; a vegetable garden and extensive lawns planted with shrubs and a variety of trees. A large field is cultivated by a neighbouring farmer (with no tenancy rights). The small woodland provides timber for the wood-burning stoves in the main house and cottage. There is a mains water supply to the house and cottage, and a well (for irrigating the garden).
